Hazel and Martha's melodies

are really unusual and interesting.

It's a bit different to other bands

I play in.

Instrumentation is quite minimal.

(Plays drums)

MARTHA: People are often asking

what our songs are about.

They're often about very small things,

whether that be the way the light

is sitting at a certain time of the day

or the cold.

So there might be a really heartfelt

song, which is actually about, like,

eating a hamburger on a bus. (Laughs)

our sound has changed quite a lot.

That's come from the fact that we all

put into the songs a whole lot more now.

It's definitely a lot more enjoyable

on stage as well

to all be playing something that we've

all written together and feel proud of.

HAZEL: Performing, for me,

really doesn't come naturally at all.

I feel like I've had to work really hard

to become comfortable with it,

or even want to do it.

One, two...

♪ W stands for water... ♪

Last year, we got the opportunity

to go to the States and to Canada.

We played 35 shows.

It was, like, ten times harder

than I imagined it would be,

physically, emotionally.

♪ W couldn't swim... ♪

We almost just used to never talk

on stage and be really shaky.

And I feel like touring

has helped that a lot

and really solidified our sound.

It's made us realise

what we want to play

and how we want to come across on stage.

♪ Thought about putting on

a fake moustache... ♪

There's definitely been a huge change

in my confidence since then.

I feel really excited

about playing on stage now.

We got the opportunity to play twice at

the Forum in the last couple of months.

It was by far the biggest place

we've ever played.

It was really intimidating at first.

The stage is enormous.

♪ Ooh, ooh, ooh, ooh, ooh

♪ Ooh, ooh, ooh, ooh... ♪

I feel like we were really lucky

to be starting a band in Melbourne.

There's always gigs to go to

and always gigs to be involved in.

You know, it's just full of so many

vibrant artists to collaborate with.
